Provide excellent customer service through communication with parents, caregivers, staff
and volunteers on a daily basis, including pre and post event communication loops.
Coach participants with and without disabilities (ages 4 — 18) through sometimes
challenging programs and social environments.

Problem solve any logistical glitches that may come up during Day Camp

Drive National Ability Center vehicles with participants and/or equipment

Attend and engage in all required training.

Load, unload, clean and operate recreational equipment as needed for the program
Ensure that paperwork in regards to attendance, assessments and National Ability Center
reporting policies are accurately completed.

Report program and participant successes and concerns to the Program Manager.

Work with Day Camp Staff in the supervision and direction of day camp volunteers.
Set-up alternative activities and deliver for Day Camp as needed

Assist Program Manager in daily, weekly and monthly program plans and
communication as needed.
