Please contact the NAC for 
additional information. 

•Site Tour - Meet with dinner host prior to event date for 
site tour of  the home (special accommodations will be 
made for out of  town chefs). 

•Equipment - Provide any special equipment you need to 
prepare the dinner. 

•Event logistics - Work with dinner host to determine table 
set-up, number and type of  dishes and glassware needed 
and flow of  evening. 

•The NAC will provide volunteers to help set-up, serve the 
meal and clean up.
